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	PREVENTION & MITIGATION
· Students and staff will self-screen prior to coming onto campus each day. 
· Students and staff need to stay at home if they exhibit COVID symptoms. 
· Masks will be OPTIONAL if students or staff members choose to wear one, but they are NOT required.
· Hand sanitizer is available throughout campus.
· Students and staff will be instructed on proper hand hygiene and encouraged daily. 
· Facilities and busses will be routinely disinfected. 





	POSITIVE COVID CASE ON CAMPUS
Return to school criteria if lab confirmed positive COVID or COVID symptoms:
· 10 days have passed since symptom onset
· Fever free for 24 hours (without the use of fever reducing medications; fever is a temperature of 100° Fahrenheit (37.8° Celsius) or higher)
· Symptoms have improved 
*If a student wishes to return to school before completing the return to school criteria, they MUST obtain a physicians note. 



	RESPONSE
· Heavily used areas by the individual with a lab confirmed positive case will be thoroughly disinfected.
· All students and staff will be notified of a lab confirmed positive case on campus.

· SISD will work closely with the local health department with each lab confirmed positive case on campus.
